We cannot overcome and address the looming crisis without global citizens'
understandings on the current crisis and participation in the process to deal with the
crisis. It is time for citizens, countries, and international community to more actively
engage in dialogue, to make decisions and make collective actions so that we could bring
out a society that prevent monopoly and surmount any obstacle hindering social
discussion, Through this effort, we could enable people to live in harmony having
amicable communication and furthermore create a new civilization that bring people a
quality life.

2011 Seoul Democracy Forum, the second—of—its—kind following the one held in 2009,
will provide a venue to look back on democracy with the theme of “Global Dialogue on
Quality of Life in a Total Crisis.” The Forum will also enable a serious and insightful
discussion on “accountable democracy” in which citizens can lead sustainable lives.

Greetings. | am Director Hyug—Baeg Im of the Peace & Democracy Institute of Korea
University. Let me begin by sincerely thanking all of you distinguished guests for traveling
long distances from all across the globe to attend the 2011 Seoul Democracy Forum. I also
thank the experts from Korea and abroad for taking part in the forum. I sincerely welcome
all of you to the 2011 Seoul Democracy Forum.

The theme of the forum is ‘Global Dialogue on Quality of Life in a Total Crisis . Experience
tells us that democracy is the most stable system in enhancing the quality of people’s lives.
Pro—democracy movements are efforts made by people to improve their quality of life and
enjoy freedom. The recent pro—democracy movement in the Middle East was triggered by the
Jasmine Revolution in Tunisia. It began with people’s resistance against dictatorship in the
hopes of increasing the quality of their lives and enjoying freedom.

The focus of discussions on systems or regimes that are aimed at enhancing the quality of
peoples lives is on ways to increase the sustainability of democracy. Another important
matter is reorganizing society so that personal freedom can be enjoyed as much as possible
and worsening of political, economic, and social inequality is prevented based on stable
democracy. In the US, an advanced democratic nation, the Occupy Wall Street demonstrators
are staging a sit—in to bring down the privileged in financial and capital markets. The
protestors say that the privileged, who account for 1% of the population, are concerned only
about satisfying their greed based on the sacrifice of the remaining 99% of the population,
notwithstanding the capitalism crisis in the US. They are expressing their rage over a
decrease in jobs caused by tax cuts and tight fiscal policies. This movement proves that the
US' representative democracy is not functioning well, It also informs us that democracy
needs to go through reform no matter how advanced it is.

The recent democratization movement in the Middle East as well as the democratic civic
movement in the US, an advanced industrial country, are further highlighting the importance
of sharing various experiences and wisdom about ways to enhance the quality of lives of
people and to enjoy freedom after democracy is achieved. In this sense, I hope the 2011 Seoul
Democracy Forum leads to many productive discussions and the sharing of wisdom.

I hope this forum serves as an opportunity to engage in insightful, in—depth discussions on
democratization and democracy, and substantially contributes to the sharing of knowledge
and wisdom on various issues. [ would like to end by thanking all participants once again.
